On the 8th of June 2011, four teachers and ten students 

from Sancta Maria College went on a trip to Kenya. 

  

 

After our long flight from Dublin to Nairobi we were greeted by Dublin born Nun Sr. Mary 

Killeen.  On the first day we visited the Mary Immaculate Centre for street boys with whom we did our 

first cultural exchange. The boys showed us their new skills in music, carpentry and art. Directly after 

this we were introduced to St. Catherineôs Primary School, where we did arts and crafts with the young 

children.  

  

The following day we began our journey to Chipareria. On the way we stopped at an Animal Sanctuary 

in Naivasha. In Chipareria it was very moving to see the wall plaque on the Mercy Vocational Centre 

carrying the name of Sancta Maria College. The fourth group of Sancta Maria College students to trav-

el with Mr Flynn and Ms Gaughan to Kenya bought the land on which the centre is built.
